Vardanants

On the 16th February as per tradition, the
Feast of Vardanants was commemorated
at school, marking the 1574t anniversary
of the Battle of Avarayr.

The story of Vardanants is a shining
beacon of light from the pages of the
history of the Armenian people of the fifth
century. Vardanants is dedicated to the
memory of the general Vardan and the
1036 martyrs, who died in the Battle of
Avarayr on May 26, 451. These active
participants in the liberation struggle later
found their honourable place among the
saints of the Armenian Apostolic Church,
acquiring the collective name of “Holy
Martyrs of the Fatherland”, who fought
against the Persian troops and were
martyred for the sake of the Fatherland
and faith.

The Battle of Avarayr lasted only one day,
but the war that began that day for faith
and freedom continued with the
Vahanants movement, which eventually
brought its just struggle to victory. About
30 years after the heroic Battle of
Vardanants, in 484, the Treaty of Nvarsak
was signed, which forced Persia to
preserve the rights and principles for
which Avarayr was fought.

The purpose of commemorating
Vartanants is to educate our students in
patriotism, honesty, and pride towards
their homeland.
